Theme 

‘Here be Monsters…’ is set in 1908 (the year of the first London Olympics). It takes place in the parlour of Dr Frederick Watt, who has built the worlds first steam powered space ship. He is using his invention to reach the moon in order to settle a wager at his gentlemen’s club. He is joined by his grocery delivery boy whom he has kidnapped for the purpose…
Suitability

The show is an extremely funny and accessible comedy, suitable for everyone aged eleven and upwards.

Style

The show is a physical comedy in the tradition of the best of Rejects Revenge’s comedies, (Peasouper, Dusty Fruit, Crumble). The strong comic characters, visual humour and verbal wit, work perfectly together, drawing the audience into the story with maximum comic effect.

The story takes as its inspiration the works of Jules Verne and H G Wells and sees them through the inch-think goggles of ‘steam punk’. A literary genre that imagines a future run not by computers and microchips but by pistons turbines and steam power.

Key artistic team

‘Here be Monsters…’ is written by Tim Hibberd, co-founder and original member of Rejects Revenge and author of the company’s previous Fringe First Winning shows and international successes. The show is directed by Tim and Ann Farrar. Ann is the company’s artistic director and a co-founder and has previously directed Whoredom and co-directed The Steppe Brothers for Rejects Revenge.

The performers are Liam Tobin (Rejects Revenge, Torch Theatre) and Sean Kearney (Everyman/Playhouse, Box Clever).

The design is by Nicolai Hart-Hansen (Royal Court, Lyric Hammersmith). Lighting and visual media design by Mike Wight, designer of most of the company’s previous shows.

Synopsis

‘Here Be Monsters…’ is set in the front parlour of Fredrick Anthony Watt, Doctor of the Sciences. It is 1908, and he has recently invented the world’s first steam powered space rocket. 

Meaning only to get his trousers pressed, he has made an unfortunate wager at the gentleman’s club he frequents and is now charged with flying to the moon and back in time for tea. 

Later that day, en route to becoming the first man on the moon, he makes his second unfortunate mistake of the day, that of kidnapping the grocery delivery boy.
